


▪ Two-day, individual big bass tournament. 

▪ There will be four weigh-in sessions each tournament fishing day, Session 1 will close 

at 9:00am, Session 2 will close at 11:00am, Session 3 will close at 1:00pm, and 

Session 4 will close at 3:00pm.  Anglers must be in the weigh-in line with their fish prior 

to a session close time.

▪ Special Lure Rules: All contestants must use Berkley baits EXCLUSIVELY during this 

event on day 2. Complete details can be found in the rules.

▪ Each angler may only have one (1) bass in possession at any time during official 

tournament hours with the exception if the angler is actively culling.

▪ Prizes will be awarded for the ten (10) heaviest bass weighed during each session.

▪ A prize will be awarded for the overall heaviest bass weighed each tournament fishing 

day, and a prize will be awarded for the overall heaviest bass of the event. 

▪ Up to three (3) contestants may fish from the same boat. Contestants are not required 

to be members of the same collegiate fishing team / school to fish together in the same 

boat. 

▪ Permission must be granted by the Tournament Director in order for any angler to fish 

alone. The Tournament Director may assign a non-fishing observer to accompany any 

angler fishing alone. 

▪ The full field will compete both days. 

▪ This event will count for Bass Pro Shops School of the Year presented by Abu Garcia 

points and will be awarded base on daily finishes.
