This prestigious event
has proven to be one of the toughest collegiate bass fishing tournaments to win – and the competition seems to become
stronger every year.

On May 26 & 27, 2022, 400 of the top collegiate anglers in the country will be competing in this no entry fee event and will
take home thousands of dollars in prizes and double points towards the coveted Bass Pro Shops School of the Year
presented by Abu Garcia race. After we crown this year’s National Champions, the next School of the Year will be crowned
as well!

Each Angler must read and abide  
by the official Championship Rules.

Registration closes Wednesday, May 11, 2022 at 6:00pm CST.  

Two-day, team tournament.  A team consists of two-anglers fishing from the same boat.

Off-limits begin on Sunday, May 8, 2022 at 12:00am local time. The first official practice day 
will be Sunday, May 22, 2022 at safe light.

All school clubs qualify to register one (1) two‐angler team for the Championship.  Schools may qualify to send additional 
teams by competing in ACA events, being in Top 25 for School of the Year, or being a past Champion.  Read complete 
Qualification Criteria here.

Permission must be granted by the Tournament Director in order for any angler to fish alone. 

Teams will be allowed to lock up river into Wilson Lake but not into Wheeler Lake.

Status of locking up to Wilson Lake during the ACA Championship:

Wilson Lake is considered part of the official tournament waters, and 
anglers will have the option to lock at their own risk  during both days of 
tournament competition.

Recent construction and repairs to the Wilson Dam have altered the 
locking schedule for recreational traffic.
